TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN,
It is nearly 9 years ago since I was diagnosed with a very rare condition osteo sarcomatous  differentiation of a phyllodes tumour.  I had 5.6cm sarcoma in my right breast that began to produce bone.  As I understand it, no one else at the time in the world had this condition.  I was told there were only 22 cases reported worldwide and that the survival rate was very poor.

I had a modified radical mastectomy, with 17 lymph nodes also excised.  There was no data for treatment and was advised to go home and just enjoy the time I had left.  I was told there was a significant risk that the cancer would return within 12 months in the brain, the liver or the lungs.  I sought a second opinion and that doctor consulted  Memorial  Sloane  Kettering in New York.   It was determined that if I was to have chemotherapy it would have to start soon.  My surgeon was against this.  Qi Chen was not surprised, but told me he would support me through the very aggressive chemotherapy. 
I was very fortunate to have been introduced to Qi Chen early in the piece, when everything seemed desperate he was a beacon of hope for me.  I have been seeing him  for acupuncture and herbs  fortnightly for all this time and he tells me that I have now made Australian medical history for survival.

I have always had a very deep faith and I believe, as Qi Chen says, that he has been used as an instrument in my healing. He has always cheerfully delivered one of the most important gifts for those with a life threatening illness: the gift of hope.

I have been reluctant to tell my story lest it appear triumphant.  I am eternally grateful to my wonderful surgeon, to Qi Chen’s diligent ministrations  and to the healing power of the divine.
I have learnt that it is very important to trust your doctors and I have always felt relieved and confident that Qi Chen has been there to help me.
I am alive today through the medical intervention and knowledge of western medicine and the wisdom of the ancient East.  I am truly blessed.
